THE FOLLOWING is a summary of important dates and notes for students. It is
suggested that all students keep a copy of these dates, as there will be no
exceptions made after the date for withdrawal from courses.

November 9 is the last day to withdraw from a course in University
Transfer, Career and Technical programs.

November 15 is the day the examination schedule for the Fall Semester
1977 will be posted.

Preregistration for the Spring Semester 1978 in University Transfer,
Career and Technical programs has been changed and will now be from
December 1 - 14 inclusive in the Registration Centre. Fees are payable
at the time of registering. Students will not be registered until fees
are paid and all classes and sections will be filled on a first come
basis.

Transcripts for full-time students (3 or more courses) will be available
and may be picked up from Carolynne Maughan, Welcome Centre, January 3
through January 6, 1978 inclusive. After that date they will be available
in the Registration Centre. Returning part-time students can pick up
their transcripts on the first day of classes in the Registration Centre.
After January 15 all transcripts not picked up will be mailed providing
students do not have any outstanding debts.
